SELF-DEFENSE LEGISLATION
SIGNED BY GOVERNOR!

enate Bill 1145 the ACastle Doctrineo legislation sponsored by
Senator Timothy Bee (D-30) and Representative Jonathan Paton
(R-30), was signed by Governor Janet Napolitano Monday, April 24.

Senate Bill 1145 has two components. One is
Castle Doctrine, which presumes you are justiyed
in the use of force if you believe you are in danger
of serious bodily harm or death within your home or
occupied vehicle. The second and most signiycant
component is the return of the burden of proof in
self-defense cases to the state, so law-abiding citizens
who are forced to actually use their yrearms or other
means of protection for self-defense will not be
wrongfully imprisoned or ynancially devastated by
costs associated with their legal defense. They will

once again be presumed innocent - consistent with the
American system of justice.

Arizonans who must defend their lives against
criminals will no longer be treated worse than the
criminals who attacked them.

or over forty years | have been buying and selling guns. | have
found it just as much fun to buy an old ripe or pistol and restore

(not destroy) it as it is to shoot it.

There is one thing | can tell you for certainty.
You can achieve a healthy return on yrearms if
you are willing to give your investment time to
mature.

I am not talking about the frilly one of a
kind yrearms; however they do merit serious
consideration, but the everyday common types
of ripes that can be found readily on the internet
and at gun shows.

Since | have been in the investment industry
for so many years, | can, from experience, tell
you that an 8% to 10% return, per year, is very
probable if you will just use some common
SEernse.

Several examples:

Two or three years ago, a company by the
name of Samco, offered some cavalry models
of the Swedish Mauser model 1896 (http:
[lwww.geocities.com/swedishmauser1896).
Some were made by the chainsaw/motorcycle
company Husqvarna. If | recall, they were
offered at around $230. Those of you familiar
with the Swedets, know of the extreme quality,
beauty, and accuracy of these pieces. They are
almost all like new and sold without cosmoline.
Excellent to like new conditions were common
as the Swedes never went to war with anyone
and over the years, most had been fed wooden
practice bulletsé .thus the bores were mint.
Today, these original models are rare and fetch
$400 to $600 on the market. You could have
made a handsome 100% return.

Lugers are another item having a certain
mystique that perpetuates the rising prices
every day or so it seems. Just about any Luger
will increase in value at around 10% per yearé
no matter what brand or condition.

With the Winchester company passing away,
the chance of increasing prices of older pieces
will surely occur. The model 1886, my favorite
Browning designed Winchester, has indeed
increased in value in that vicinity of 10% per
year for some time now.

Just about anything except a Mosin-Nagant,
Arisaka, or lItalian Carcano is worthy of
restoring. Mosins, like the Russian airplanes,
are about as tough as you can imagine, however

about all you will get are splinters if you try to
restore one.

The ripe to zero in on and really spend some
relaxing time with is one of the old Mausers.
The old Turkish model 1928 is in great supply
now and they are a classic early 20" century
long ripe. They retail for around $100. With a
regular iron and water you can remove almost
any wood dent and then various degreasing
methods are used to deep clean the, mostly
beautiful, solid walnut or other hard Euro wood
stocks. Also, there are many bore cleaning
compounds that will almost restore the bore to
like new brilliance. Once you have painstakingly
done all your cleaning, you will have most
likely increased the value substantially. If you
sand, or blue, or shellac, you have destroyed
your piece. Never ever do this to an old yrearm.
Your aim is only to clean and restore. If you
count your time in doing this correctly, you
will be working at sub-minimum wageé trust
me. A great deal of pride and craftsmanship
will have to drive these projects. However, you
can now let the piece sit for several years with
only the minimum maintenance and even enjoy
shooting it. Just looking at them, you will think
of all the stories these old ribes could tell. After
a few years, you will likely be able to sell your
yrearm for a great proyt.

The business of selling these pets:

The problem most of us have when we enter
into the fibusiness sided of buying yrearms, is
the fact that most of us hate selling them at
any price. | have found real treasures under
cosmoline, light rust, and clogged ylthy bores.
They turned out so niceé .l cannot part with
them.

Now one way to overcome this greed factor
is to buy two of whatever you are restoring or
buying for proyt. If you buy right, you will
likely be able to sell one piece in a few years
for enough to pay for the other piece. Thus,
you create a collection virtually free. It works!
If you try this world of buying, selling, and
restoring yrearms, you will have a hobby, an
heirloom, stay out of trouble, and you have
kept something, such as an old ripe or pistol,
